DEPARTMENT NEWS –  

GET BEHIND THE WHEEL AND MAKE A 
DIFFERENCE IN YOUR COMMUNITY
The Ada Fire Department has a strong force of paid-on-call 
members, all of whom have a career outside the department. 
From attorneys to builders and everything in between, these 
folks respond when they can to provide emergency services to 
our community. Are you interested in serving your community? 
We pay for all trainings and responses, along with a retirement 
package, and we can work around the career you already have. 
Stop by the Fire Station and meet the crew, ask questions, 
and take a look at some of the most modern equipment in 
the county. Stop by any day or at a training on the first three 
Mondays of the month to see first-hand what we do. We look 
forward to meeting you. Still have questions, call Fire Chief 
David Murray at (616) 676-2376.

IMPROVED RATING = INSURANCE 
SAVINGS
Every 4-5 years the Ada Fire Department is surveyed by the 
Insurance Services Office (ISO) and receives a rating for the 
service we provide. This is an extensive evaluation of our 
department, which covers equipment, training, water supply, 
automatic aid agreements and much more. We spend weeks 
preparing for the opportunity to improve our rating. For the 
second time in as many evaluations we have lowered our rating 
in areas with fire hydrants. In this evaluation we have lowered 
our ratings from a 5 to a 4 in the areas with fire hydrants and a 
6 in areas with no hydrants. What does the new rating mean to 
you? Contact your homeowner’s insurance company and share 
the news with them; if you have a hydrant in your area, you 
should see a reduction in your rates. In areas without hydrants, 
we are working to improve water supplies and additional 
equipment to hopefully reduce this number. As a reference, the 
City of Grand Rapids is completely covered with fire hydrants 
and a daily staff of 47 firefighters and has a rating of 1.

FIRE APPARATUS DONATION
The Fire Department was recently gifted a mini pumper from 
the Amway Corporation. The vehicle, which is a 2003 Ford 
F550, has only 7,000 miles. Equipped with a fire pump and 
water tank, this truck will have multiple uses throughout the 
Township. Outfitted with water rescue equipment, it will be the 
tow vehicle for our recently acquired watercraft. The truck will 
be a licensed medical unit and be used on vehicle accidents. 
Carrying a supply of traffic control devices and spill control 
resources, you will see this vehicle responding to many of 
our incidents. Thank you to the Amway Corporation for this 
amazing donation and to the Protection Services Division for 
working with and training our firefighters.

SMOKE DETECTORS
We remind you that smoke detectors should have their 
batteries changed when you change your clocks. This is a 
good way to ensure that you are protected in the event of a 
fire. For our senior friends in the Township, your firefighters 
are available to assist you in changing out the batteries. It 
is certainly safer for us to be climbing ladders to get them 
changed out. This is a free service; we just ask that you have 
new batteries on hand when we arrive. Give us a call to set up

SPRING CLEAN-UP AND BURNING
With spring finally arriving you may want to get out and clean 
up the yard, which may include burning some brush. Here are 
just a few reminders of what you should do first. Get a permit, 
have a source of water to extinguish the fire, burn only during 
daylight hours and always have someone in attendance. If 
weather conditions are extremely dry or wind conditions are 
high, please refrain from burning. Recreational fires such as 
campfires or in a fire pit are allowed without a permit and can 
take place after dark. For your permit, simply call the Township 
office weekdays from 8am-5pm at (616) 676-9191.

In my new role I am fortunate to 
have the opportunity to enjoy the warmer 
weather while on foot patrols in the local 
parks and was recently provided with a 
bike to begin patrolling our numerous 
bike paths in the township.

My 3 dogs are eager to walk and explore 
the parks as well! As a dog lover, I want  
to remind residents to be courteous to 
their fellow dog owners/parents and  

keep them leashed and collared while at the park, or while 
walking on any street, trails or sidewalks. There are currently  
no off-leash permitted areas in our township parks, and state  
law as well as local ordinance requires that your furry friend be 
secured by a leash. There is always the risk of an unpleasant 
and unpredictable encounter with an off-leashed dog, and the 
dog owner would incur that liability. Even a mild mannered 
and friendly pup could accidentally knock down a young child 
or elderly person or invoke an aggressive response from an 
appropriately leashed dog. Maintaining your dog on a leash 
is safer for everyone, both the two and four-legged variety, in 
order to prevent dog fights, bites or injuries from falls, runaway 
pets, and traffic and safety concerns.

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The following is a listing of street maintenance projects 
planned for 2023. There is additional detail as well as the 
contact agency if a resident has questions. 

FULTON STREET (M-21):

During the summer of 2023, the Michigan Department of 
Transportation (MDOT) will be resurfacing Fulton Street (M-21), 
between Grand River Drive and I-96 (within Ada Township and 
Grand Rapids Township). This work will include off-peak lane 
closures and traffic shifts, to be determined by MDOT. Work is 
expected to start in mid-June and last until September, 2023.

BUTTRICK AVENUE:

During the summer of 2023, the Kent County Road 
Commission will be resurfacing Buttrick Avenue between 
Grand River Ave. and Thornapple River Drive; it will be 
resurfaced with two courses of new pavement. Through 
traffic will be detoured (routes to be determined by Road 
Commission). Work is expected to start after July 9, 2023. 

2023 STREET MAINTENANCE PLANS
GRAND RIVER DRIVE:

During the summer of 2023, the Kent County Road 
Commission will be resurfacing Grand River Drive from  
Buttrick to Snow Ave. Through traffic will be detoured (routes 
to be determined by Road Commission). Work is expected to 
start after July 9, 2023. 

HONEY CREEK AVENUE:

During the summer of 2023, the Kent County Road 
Commission will also be resurfacing Honey Creek Ave. 
between 3 Mile Road and 5 Mile Road (within Ada Township 
and Cannon Township), with two courses of new pavement. 
Through traffic will be detoured (routes to be determined by 
Road Commission). Work is expected to take place during the 
Spring and Summer of 2023. 

CONSERVANCY DRIVE, CONSERVANCY COURT,  
PINELAND COURT:

During the summer of 2023, the Kent County Road 
Commission will also be completing a full depth mill & fill on  
Conservancy Dr. from McCabe Ave. to Conservancy Ct., on 
Conservancy Ct. from Conservancy Drive to the End, and 
on Pineland Court from Vergennes St. to the End. Work is 
expected to take place during the Summer/Fall of 2023. 

BAILEY DRIVE, MCCABE AVENUE:

During the summer of 2023, the Kent County Road 
Commission will also be completing a chip seal on Bailey Dr. 
from Vergennes St. to Boynton Ave., and on McCabe Ave. from 
Bailey Dr. to Conservation St. Work is expected to take place 
during the Summer/Fall of 2023.

see a complete transformation of both the train trestle and 
concrete walls. The Thornapple River Drive train bridge will 
see a transformation of just the trestle. Artists are expected 
to begin painting the murals in early May and be completed 
before the end of the month. Stay tuned for more information 
about an official ribbon cutting ceremony this summer!

The Township Board has approved the following non-motorized trails projects 
slated for construction in 2023. However, as engineering and design work have 
continued there are some updates to provide on potential timing and pausing 
of specific projects.   

•	 Fulton St. (Ada Drive to Grand River and under Fulton to access North side 
of Fulton St. trail) – This project has continued to move forward and will be 
bid out and constructed this summer/fall.  

•	 Pettis Avenue Phase II (Chief Hazy Cloud Entrance to Vergennes St.) –  
This section has been paused as the Trails Committee and Township Board 
decide whether to locate the trail on the north side of Pettis or look at 
options for moving it to the south side of Pettis Ave. 

•	 Rix St. (Ada Drive to Adaridge Dr.) – The current plan is to locate this trail 
in the railroad right-of-way but approval from the railroad is still required. 
If approval is not provided the Township may pause until a later date when 
approval can be achieved from the railroad.
